District 105 is committed to providing timely and consistent communication between our schools and
homes. One of the various means by which we provide communication annually about your child’s
classroom experience is through our parent/teacher conferences. This year, D105 will be hosting our
winter conferences on February 6% from 3:00 - 6:00 PM and February 13'" between the hours of 4:00 —
7:00 PM. Elementary conferences will be 15 minutes long, and the middle school schedule will be similar
to previous years.

In the fall D105 implemented a new online sign-up system for conferences. Similar to our fall conferences,
parents will again receive an email with a link that will grant them access to the electronic sign-up process
for the upcoming conferences. Parents with children in an elementary school (or Preschool} and at Gurrie
will receive two emails. We’ve been notified that our software vendor, Scholastico, has made some
updates to the system since our November conferences so you may notice some improvements.

Based on your feedback, in order to better support the scheduling needs of families with 3 or more
students attending D105 schools we invite these families to get assistance on Tuesday, January 15t from
3:00 - 7:00 PM. We understand that some of our families may need assistance with the online scheduling
process. D105 staff members will be available to assist any parents on Thursday, January 17t between the
hours of 3:00 — 7:00 PM. Both of these meetings will take place at Ideal Elementary School — 9901 w.58th
Street, Countryside.

We value the opportunity to meet with all of our families to discuss the progress of individual students in
each of our schools. We will send out early access links on Friday, January 11 and all remaining parental
links on Wednesday, January 16%. Registration wil! begin at that time and conclude on Friday, February 1%
at midnight. This email will come from the vendor — Scholastico, not from D105. For further information or
assistance please contact your school office.

El distrito 105 estd comprometido en proporcionar una comunicacién oportuna y consistente entre
nuestras escuelas y hogares. Uno de los diversos medios por los cuales proporcionamos comunicacion
anualmente sobre la experiencia en el salén de clases de su hijo es a través de nuestras conferencias entre
padres y maestros.

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Preschool Screening
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School District #105 will be conducting preschool screening for three to five year old children residing in
the district. The screening team will assess each child's development to determine who might benefit from
special services prior to Kindergarten. The foilowing skill areas will be assessed:

1. Concepts-body parts, colors, rapid object naming, rote counting{counting forward, counting
hackward, number identification), meaningful counting(counting blocks, number relationships),
shapes(identifying shapes, sorting shapes, sorting by color and size)

2. Speech and Language-personal information, articulation, identifying objects and actions
(expressively and receptively), letters and sounds(alphabet song, letter naming, letter-sound
correspondence), problem-solving

3. Vision and Hearing

Screening will take place Thursday, January 17" between 8:30 AM and 12:30 PM at Hodgkins Park

District, 8997 Lyons St, Hodgkins for all district children. The entire screening will take about 80
minutes.

Appointments will be taken until Monday, January 14 .
