Dear Parent:

Gurrie has focused efforts towards creating a positive school culture and implementing and
establishing anti-bullying initiatives through our advisory program, focus groups and PBIS
(Positive Behavioral Strategy). Our school has adopted three school wide expectations of “Being
Respectful, Being Ready, and Being Safe.” We are committed to continuing these efforts and
taking proactive steps to curb this problem that is found in schools everywhere.

To this end, we have recruited Mr. John Halligan to conduct a presentation on Thursday,
November 8th for our students. He will relay his own tragic experience as a dad whose thirteen-
year-old son took his own life in 2003, after incessant bullying since the 5% grade, both in school
and online. His story is riveting and powerful, and reminds students that there is a face, a person,
and a heart on the other side of the computer screen.

His presentation will begin with a short video collection of home movie clips and still pictures of
Ryan. John will then begin to tell the story of Ryan and the factors that led up to his son’s suicide.
Students will gain the perspective from inside the family of a child who is a victim of bullying
and cyber-bullying. They will also gain awareness about the signs and risk of teenage suicide and
how best to help a friend. We encourage you to visit John’s website named for his son at
www.ryanpatrickhalligan.org for more information. You are also invited to attend the
presentation which will begin at approximately 8:30. If you plan on attending, please RSVP with
our office prior to the day of the presentation. Mr. Halligan will also conduct a parent only
presentation that evening in the Gurrie Middle School gymnasium at 7:00 PM. This presentation
will focus on Ryan’s story as well as empowering parents with strategies to take preventative
actions with their own children.

As part of Mr. Halligan’s presentation, students will have the chance to ask him questions, and
then will return to the advisories to further discuss and process the information.

Because of the sensitive nature of this topic, we wanted to inform you about it in advance. We
encourage you to talk with your child about the presentation and discuss it together.

If for any reason, you would prefer that your child does not attend this presentation, please send a
note to their advisor or contact their advisor by phone or email.

Para ponerle un fin a esto, hemos contratado al Sr. John Halligan para conducir una presentacién el jueves,
8 de Noviembre para nuestros estudiantes, El transmitira su propia trigica experiencia como un padre cuyo
hijo de trece afios afio se quito la vida en el 2003, después de ser victima de incesante matoneo desde 5°
grade, en la escuela y en Internet. Su historia es cautivadora y poderosa, y recuerda a los estudiantes que
hay una cara, una persona, y un corazén en el otro lado de la pantalla de la computadora

Su presentacién comenzaré con una coleccién de cortos videos caseros y con fotografias de Ryan. John
después contard la historia de Ryan y de los factores que llevaron al suicidie de su hijo.
