Dear D105 parents and guardians,

an even stronger community. The purpose of the survey is to measure the “five essential” qualities of successful
schools. These qualities include Effective Leaders, Collaborative Teachers, Involved Families, Supportive
Environment, and Ambitious Instruction.

The survey should take about 10 minutes to complete, and we must have at least 20 percent of our families at
each school submit a survey in order to receive the results from the state. If you have more than one child
attending a D105 school, you are able to complete the survey more than once. If you have children in more than
one D105 school, | encourage you to complete the survey for each school.
