He has been a 

great part of the Na-

tional Team of Uruguay, too.  

 

7. Sergio Aguero; 2003-present:  

Sergio Aguero is one of 

the best players on 

Manchester City right 

now. He has scored 193 

goals in his career in 

374 games. Right now, 

he is rocking it in Man-

chester City with 96 

goals in 145 games. 

 

 

6. Gonzalo Higuain; 2005-present:  

Higuain is an of-

fensive player who 

can score a lot of 

goals. In 327 

matches, he has 

scored 185 goals, 

the most playing 

for Real Madrid. 

 

5. Andres Iniesta; 2001-present:  

Even though he has 

scored 39 goals in 

438 matches, Inies-

ta is amazing at 

defense, and can 

make a lot of plays. 

He is also the pre-

sent captain of 

Barcelona. 

 

 

 

 

4. Carles Puyol; 1996-2014:  

Even though he has 

only 18 goals, he 

was great on both 

defense and of-

fense. He has 

played in 481 

matches for Barce-

lona. That is one of 

the most in Barce-

lona history. 

 

3. Wayne Rooney; 2002-present:  

Wayne Rooney is 

one of the best 

players for Man-

chester United. He 

has scored 192 

goals in 420 

matches, 177 of 

them coming from Manchester United.  

2. Xavi Hernandez; 1997-present:  

He has scored 64 

goals in 590 match-

es, but like Iniesta, 

he is an awesome 

defensive player, 

setting up great 

plays, and inter-

cepting great plays 

by opponents.  

 

1. Diego Maradona; 1976-1997:  

Before Messi came 

along, Maradona 

was the greatest 

Argentinian born 

player in the histo-

ry of soccer. He has 

scored 259 goals in 

491 matches, and 

most of them have 

been highlight reel 

goals. At 5’5”, he is 

one of the shortest 

to ever play. One of the goals that should-

n’t have counted was “the hand of God” 

in the World Cup in 1986.

 Have you ever wondered about 

homeschooling? Well, if you continue read-

ing, you may be able to find some answers to 

your questions!  

 

Pros of Homeschooling 

 You get to stay in your PJ’s all day. 

 You don’t have to wake up early to go to 

school. 

 You get to stay at home all day long. 

 You get to have lunch at home. 

 Your parents get to teach you every day! 

 You get one-on-one learning. 

 

Cons of Homeschooling 

 You don’t get to talk with your school friends.  

 You can’t have lunch with your school friends. 

 You may not be able to be in group discussions unless you 

are with a homeschooling group.  

 You don’t get to talk with the awesome teachers at Spring 

Avenue School. 

 You can’t go to the school library. 

 

Is it right to homeschool my child? 

 This is different for every family depending on how 

much time you have and interest. One child may benefit from 

homeschooling, but others may struggle with being home all 

day and not seeing their friends. 

 

What subjects do I have to teach my child? 

 The required subjects are Language Arts; Mathemat-

ics; Biological and physical sciences; Social Studies; Fine arts; 

and Physical Education.  

Do my children have to learn online? 

 Absolutely not. This is not required 

at all, and is completely optional.  

 

My child is currently attending a public 

school. Is there a procedure that I have to 

follow to withdraw him/her from school to 

begin home-schooling? 

 You are highly recommended to 

write a letter to the school board to notify 

them.  

 

May a student attend public school part-time while being 

home-schooled?  

 Yes, students are allowed to attend their local public 

school part-time under these conditions set forth in the School 

Code (Section 10-20.24):  

 there is space available in the school 

 you have submitted your request to the school principal by 

May 1 for the following school year 

 you follow the school’s courses and curriculum  

 

How do homeschooled students graduate?  

 Students must meet requirements and need to graduate 

just like any other kid who has been in a regular school. If they 

also pass the other reasonable requirements after re-enrolling in 

the public or private school then they are allowed to graduate.
