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Principal’s Corner

e’re off to the races! Students are updating their goals and readjust-

ing their strategies, alongside teachers, to make the most progress

possible, all the way to the finish line! As you know, moving stu-

dents ahead, from wherever they are, is our number one goal. Stu-
dents play a huge part in this practice as the students have 100% more buy in when
they are a part of the process. They see the goals or standards. They identify how they
are currently doing, according to their unit tests, daily work or other formative assess-
ments, and then they make a plan. This is the same process adults use to make pro-
gress in their personal and professional goals. Talk to your child/children to learn
about their current goals! Each new set of goals begins a new race!

Next, we are extremely sensitive to kindness and how that looks in all different areas
of a student’s day. We are very fortunate that students have beautiful manners (most
of the time and thanks to you!). However, our unkind actions come in the form of
leaving another person out, saying something unkind, showing disapproval to a peer
because of what they wear, how they look, how they learn or other differences. These
actions are more challenging to spot, but a very definite part of some children’s daily
lives. When you are worried about being accepted and included, you CANNOT attend
to work, feel confident, or make any progress.

What are we doing about this? We have revved up some of the daily routines and
practices by mixing kids up at recess, providing more adult supervision at recess,
providing close proximity at lunch, seating students in new and different places at
lunch, and monitoring partners and other groupings in class. Responsive classroom
practices (see www.responsiveclassroom.org) provide us with conversations and ac-
tivities that help students express their opinions and learn to understand or appreciate
others’ opinions. We are constantly developing new activities to help students share

their feelings, reach out to an adult they trust and talk through issues as they arise.
Sometimes, just a moment of time can provide a child with the confidence and clarifi-
cation they need to “get back in there!” You may even hear about your child having
lunch with myself or Mr. Lowrey. These are the times we use to connect with and
support our students. But we need your help, too. Please always continue to listen to
your child and his or her feelings, help him or her to see other possible perspectives
and continue to be the parent that knows your child is not perfect and may be adding
to a situation or aggravating a situation in some very small way. This takes constant
role playing and modeling by adults and peers. This takes discussion and being able to
step out of your shoes to see the whole situation and all the possible perspectives. This
takes constant communication between home and school, so feel free to reach out!

Thank you for all you do to help your child/children meet their goals and feel good
about learning!

There are three factors to think
about when selecting a tank. First is
budget, how much money you have. You
can get small fish bowl for $5 or a giant
200 gallon tank for $5,000. Second is
where the tank is going or the dimensions
of the area it is going in. If you have a lot
of money, but not a lot of space, then you
cannot put in a large tank. Third is what
kind of fish are going in the tank. Certain
fish need more room than others or differ-
ent kinds of water, like if you want tangs
or motoro stingrays; different fish need
different kinds of water, like fresh or salt.

Step Two: Selecting Filtration

In the ocean or in lakes natural
proteins (poop) that come from the things
living there scatter around the vast space
of the marine environment not causing
any problems. However, a fish tank is not
so vast and widespread, so there is no-
where for the proteins to go. This is why
you buy a filter and a protein skimmer.
Make sure that when you buy your filter,
it must coordinate with the tank’s amount
of gallons in your tank (ex: if the filter
says 50 gal and your tank is 50 gal that is
not good enough). A bigger filter is better
because your tank will be cleaner, your
fish will be healthier, and you will have to
clean the tank less. This is because a filter
grows bacteria to kill ammonia. If your
filter creates four bacteria and your fish
create five ammonia, this tank is un-

healthy and unsafe for fish. So I recom-
mend buying a filter that is designed for
a larger tank. A protein skimmer takes
the fish poop and removes it from the
water. Generally protein skimmers are
sized by small, medium, large, etc. or
one size fits all.

Step Three: Selecting Fish

When selecting fish you must
find out the size of your tank and the
type of water (salt, brackish, or fresh).
Freshwater fish are fairly hardy and can
live in smaller tanks. Brackish fish are
cool because they live in waters that
aren’t super salty but are usually murky,
but they generally need big tanks. Salt is
my personal favorite because the fish
are very vibrant and exotic. These tanks
have beautiful corals and live rock. You
also have to determine if you want an
aggressive tank with aggressive fish or a
peaceful tank with peaceful fish. Budget
is also an important thing because it
isn’t unlikely to hear of a koi fish that
sold for $100,000.
